Rigorous focus on 
posture and balance development, stretching, strength, movement coordination, stable turns and high jumps and musicality are 
ingredients in the transforming elixir. Immersion in the attention of instructors seasoned in the Vaganova traditions begins to reveal the 
secrets. Along with the classical repertoire, we will feature partnering, character dance, and pilates for ballet. Three levels will be 
offered and all students must attend the full 4 week program (see fees and schedule below). Classes will be accompanied by a 
professional ballet pianist.
